Conditions for all classes

1. All competitors (except apprentices) must be registered under the (registration) act 1975 or Farriers (registration)(Amendment) act 1977.

2. Any competitor not registered as above, must be currently apprenticed to a registered Farrier.

3. Apprentices may enter the shoeing classes but their ATF must give them permission. 

4. Time allowed is as stated in each class.

5. Foot dressing  must be finished before 2nd branch of the shoe for the foot is turned.(classes 1&3)

6. Anyone touching their shoes after the bell has rung will be disqualified. Shoes must be laid on the anvil.

7.  Competitors must bring their own tools, and provide their own striker. The Association will provide Forge, Anvil, Iron, Nails and Fuel. The hole in the anvils are 1 ¼ in square and ¾ in round.

8. Any competitor who does not attend and answer his name punctually at the time fixed for the start of the class for which he has entered (of which he will receive due notice) will be disqualified from competing unless he can satisfy the committee that his absence was due to some unforeseen cause.    

9. Protests- No Protest will in any case be entertained unless the same is lodged in writing to the chief steward at or before 10 o’clock on the morning following the competition in question. Any person lodging an objection must give the specific grounds for such objection and deposit the sum of £10 with the Secretary or one of the stewards. The deposit will be forfeit if the objection is deemed frivolous.  

10. All shoes made in the competition will be the property of the Association and competitors must use the steel and nails provided by the Association.
11. No viewing of the feet will be allowed until they have been judged.
12. The winners will be announced at the end of the competitions on Sunday after the last competition.
13. The Association strongly recommend the wearing of eye protection whilst competing.
